1. Astrong candidate is
committed to strengthening
public schools.

2. Astrong candidate focuses on
the full range of school division
issues and concerns, not a
single issue.

3. Astrong candidate
understands that the school
board sets direction and
provides oversight for the
division, not day-to-day
management.

4. A strong candidate is
committed to doing what is
right for all kids.

5. Astrong candidate works
cooperatively with others to
reach common goals.
