	NOTES: 
A spark/Arc could cause an explosion of the battery gasses. Remove ignition sources


	Safe work procedure:
-  Unplug the charger from the wall. Unplug the charger from the battery.
- Gain access to the battery compartment by releasing battery compartment securing clamp. Lift the housing to gain access to the batteries.
- Remove the cell covers from the batteries. Check the level of water in the batteries and add distilled water if necessary.

- Clean battery terminals. Lower the housing back over the batteries and clamp it in place.
- Remove the drive-block by grasping it firmly and rotating it quickly in a counterclockwise direction.
- Clean both the drive-block and the pad daily.

- Replace the pad and drive-block by rotating in a clockwise direction.
- Locate and remove the filter. Examine the filter to determine if it needs to be replaced.

- Check the squeegee to make sure it is clean. This will help prevent "streaking" the floor when washing it.
- Make sure the floor to be washed has been swept. Sweeping the floor properly will help prevent streaking as well as prolong the life of the auto-scrubber.
- Fill the clean water tank with hot water from the tap, using a hose. Add the correct amount of cleaning solution to the clean water tank
- Attach squeegee. Lower brush to floor, turn on the vacuum, open the water release valve, turn on the brush motor. Wash the floor
- Disengage and raise the brush, stop the water flow and turn off the vacuum.
- After the floor has been washed empty the dirty water into the slop sink. If you do not have a slop sink use a bucket.
- Remove and clean the squeegee. Park the auto-scrubber. Plug the battery into the charger. Plug the charger into the wall.
