	Check machine
	Safety wear: gloves, hard hats, face shield, muffs, long pants.

	Fuel/oil machine
	Make sure machine is cool


	3
	Start machine
	Start machine by: one hand, one-foot method

	Be aware of surroundings

	Cutting process
	Cut at steady pace with firm grip on machine with grip teeth.  Always cut at a top to bottom motion.

	Always cut wood in pieces no longer than 3 feet.  Undercut no more than 1/3 of branch.

	Always wear personal protective equipment

	Always be alert and ready to use your chain guard/break


	5
	Shut machine off
	Shut machine off immediately after use and never leave running.  Never use the chain saw over your head.  When saw is not in use, replace chain guards.
