Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Begin cleaning procedure. Sweep the floor. Be sure to sweep behind the toilet.
	Set up "WET FLOOR" signs


	2
	Empty sanitary napkin receptacle
	Always wear rubber gloves for all steps in this procedure


	3
	Empty garbage cans
	Never compress the garbage


	4
	Spray disinfectant on urinals, toilets, sinks, and partition walls
	Wear googles when spraying chemicals.--NOTE: NEVER MIX CHEMICALS. Only use the chemical approved by your supervisor.


	5
	Lower the water level in the toilets by using a pumping action with the toilet bowl mop. 
	


	6
	Using the toilet bowl mop apply a non-acid bowl cleaner to the toilets and urinals
	


	7
	Rinse all fixture, walls and partitions with clean water
	


	8
	Clean soap dispensers and mirrors
	


	9
	Refill the soap dispensers
	


	10
	Mop the floor with the approved cleaner.
	


	11
	Rinse the floor with clean water and allow the floor to dry before taking down "WET FLOOR" signs
