Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Begin by warming up the boiler
	Hold one of the connected pipes to ensure the boiler is only warm...not hot. Do not let the boiler go to steam.


	2
	Shut off the main gas supply and all electrical power to the boiler and its controls
	Ensure the boiler is isoltaed from all energy sources


	3
	Open an inspection plug to vent
	


	4
	Open the valves to drain the boiler
	


	5
	Remove the upper hand-holes
	Wear leather gloves


	6
	Wash out the boiler via the hand-holes using a hose.
	


	7
	Remove the boiler cut-off float. Hang it on a pipe...not on an electrical cable. Discard the gasket
	


	8
	Remove the low water cut-off float. Hang it on a pipe...not on electrical cable.
	


	9
	Remove lower hand-holes and vent plugs, Inspect for scaling with a flashlight and a mirror.
	Preventive maintenance


	10
	Remove the pilot gas line. Remove the burner diffuser. Remove the linkage to the butterfly valve. Remove remaining gas fittings. Cap off the gas line
	


	11
	Remove the bolts securing the front door and open the door
	


	12
	Remove the burner housing
	Burner housing is heavy. Get help if necessary.


	13
	Remove bolts securing fire door and open the fire door
	


	14
	Go to the back of the boiler and remove the equlizarion pipe
	The equalization pipe must be removed prior to opening the back boiler door


	15
	Remove bolts securing back door and open door
	


	16
	Remove the centre rope and scrape off air-setting mud.
	


	17
	Remove the last two hand-holes (underneath the boiler) and check for scaling.
	


	18
	Brush the fire tubes if necessary. Do not oil them. Do not spray with water
	Do Not oil


	19
	Close door
	Do not leave open.
