	Dual Head Drill Press is a drill press that has two chucks which operate independently from one another allowing the operator to drill and tap at the same time.

	Left press has a foot operated auto reverse for tapping operations.

	Both presses have variable speeds(100 to 2200 rpm) which can be adjusted by selecting gear --controls on the left side of presses. Low speed is selected for tapping press and higher speeds are selected for drill press.

	Heads are hand cranked up and down

	Make sure that wall mounted on/off switch is in off position.
	N/A


	6
	Set proper speed for material to be drilled and drill bit size by adjusting gear control on left side of drill press.

	Once proper speeds have been selected, select drill bit up to 1/4 inch and secure in right chuck and select tap for left chuck and tighten with chuck tool.   
	Make sure that bench drill press on/off switch is turned to the off --position and main wall switch is in off position before attempting to install drill bit in chuck.
