	Maintenance shop safety
	Workers must wear CSA approved footwear at all times


	2
	WHMIS information
	Refer to "WHMIS" safety data sheets, know the hazards of all materials used.

	Welding and cutting
	Inspect, clean and adjust spot welder tips if required


	3
	
	Visually inspect cutting hoses and welding cables each day for pos---sible damage.  Repair or replace damaged equipment before com---mencing work.

	Before work begins, ensure exhaust system is running.  Position protective welding curtain in a manner best suited to obtain maximum co-worker safety, i.e. Welder Arc.


	3
	
	All cylinders must be stored in an upright position with their protective caps securely fastened.  All cylinders must be stored in groups that have the same contents.  Chain cylinders in the storage area to protect them from falling.  Ensure cylinder valves are turned off after use.  When changing cylinders ensure fittings are clean and oil free.  Never store any oil/petroleum products in close proximity to oxygen cylinders.

	Use of Chop-Saw (Part-Off Saw)
	Before using this equipment, ensure the cutting disc is in good condition (no chips in the wheel face).  Ensure that the safety guard is on and in working order.  The use of leather gloves, face-shield and ear protection is mandatory while operating this machine.

	Brush dust and debris off the saw after use.  Wear protective gloves during clean-up.

	Use of Pedestal Grinders and Bench Grinders
	Visually inspect Grinding Wheel for chips and wear.  Adjust tool rest to maintain 1/16' clearance between the wheel and the rest.

	Ensure the safety guard is in place before start-up
