General Notes: Operators must be trained by a qualified trainer, demonstrate competency and receive pre-approval to operate machinery.NOTE: This scaffold is commonly known as a baker's scaffold and is used regularly in the construction trades for interior work on level floors.1. Read Scaffolding Manufacturer's manual for set-up instructions.2. Read Manitoba Occupational Health and Safety regulations respecting working from elevated positions. http://web2.gov.mb.ca/laws/regs/pdf/w210-189.85.pdf3. Observe demonstration of safe scaffold erection performed by a competent worker.4. Inspect and clear site and path travel of all possible hazards and impediments.5. Assemble scaffold.6. Have competent worker perform inspection checklist.7. Observe weight restrictions and do not store materials or use the scaffold to support the work at hand.
