	Entry procedures shall include access evaluation and exit clearance


	3
	Shut vehicle off
	Proper operating procedure should be followed


	4
	Choose appropriate fuel type
	Proper operating procedure should be followed--Use the correct fuel for your type of vehicle


	5
	Make pump operational and insert nozzle
	Match the employee to the task--Monitor stretched hose and keep others away from this area--Proper operating procedure should be followed--Use the correct positioning of the vehicle adjacent to the pump--Wash hands--Watch ground conditions around work area.
