	Lifting injuries, cuts, abrasions


	Cuts, abrasions, eye injuries, lifting injuries, burns, flash burns from arc welding


	Cuts, abrasions, eye injuries, spinal bone fractures from drilling concrete.


	Slipping and falling, muscle strains and concussion injuries.


	Concussion injuries, slipping and falling injuries and being alone, cuts, abrasions.


Safe Work Procedure

	Transportation of tools and material
	Eliciting help, correct lifting procedures, clothing and gloves.


	2
	Cutting and fitting
	Gloves, goggles.  Follow correct lifting and welding procedures.


	3
	Installation of piping, mechanical equipment
	Gloves, goggles, using the correct machinery for the drilling of --concrete.  Use of scaffolds, hard hats, correct lifting procedures and obtaining help.  Use dust masks.


	4
	Installation of piping in high areas
	Use of scaffolds, hard hats, correct lifting procedures and obtaining help.  Within 6 feet of edge, safety harness lanyard on to life line anchor or other security.  Use of guard railing or barrier, scaffolding erected to proper height with safety railing, anchored or supported by out riggers above.

	Installation of piping in low areas
	Hard hat, make sure you inform others in the building as to where you are.  Wear overalls.
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
