General Notes: Always wear a harness when operating a unit equipped with a blade. Always operate with both hands firmly gripping the machine. Prior to using the trimmer remove all dirt and debris from the engine, check the cooling fins and air cleaner for clogging, and clean as necessary.Check for loose or missing screws or componants. Make sure cutting attachment is securely fastened. Check the machine for leaks.

Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Place the trimmer on a flat, level surface. Clear any dirt or other debris from around the filler cap. Remove the filler cap and fill the tank with clean, fresh fuel. Reinstall the filler cap and tighten firmly.
	Follow established procedures by allowing engine to cool before refueling. 


	2
	Inspect the area to be trimmed
	Remove debris

	Start the trimmer following manufacturers instructions.
	Make sure the cutting head is clear of obstructions


	4
	Hold the grass trimmer so the trimmer head is angled slightly into the area to be cut. Keep the trimmer head horizontal.
	Never operate the trimmer with a damaged blade


	5
	Before stopping the engine let it idle for approximately 2 minutes. Slide the ignition switch to "off".
