Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Clean surface edge outside grip strip of mandrel with Ketone
	a) Wear rubber gloves--b) Dispose of rag in approved and properly sealed and labelled container


	2
	Apply tacky tape and temporary bag to mandrel
	a) Cut away from oneself and ensure opposite hand is at a safe distance from path of cut.  Dispose of used knife blades in designated container--b) Cover knife when breaking blade for new edge to prevent blade from becoming airborne projectile.  Wear safety eyewear.


	3
	Set-up/cut/trim prepeg using knife scissors and apply core (if necessary) on mandrel
	a) Cut away from oneself and ensure opposite hand is at a safe distance from path of cut.  Dispose of used knife blades in designated container--b) Wear recommended gloves--c) Clean/clear floor and dispose of cut/trim pieces of prepeg--d) Ensure that prepeg does not come into contact with dirt/foreign objects/hand oils


	4
	Insert tool pin plugs
	A) Cut away from oneself and ensure opposite hand is at a safe distance from path of cut.  Dispose of used knife blades in designated container.--b) Wear recommended gloves--c) Cut tool pin plugs to size before inserting them into mandrel--d) Cover knife when breaking blade for new edge to prevent blade from becoming airborne projectile.  Wear safety eyewear.


	5
	Apply white/clear tedlar, separator film, silicone pressure pad (if necessary) then another separator, then breather blanket, set up vacuum then final bag
	a) Cut away from oneself and ensure opposite hand is at a safe distance from path of cut.  Dispose of knife blades in designated container.--b) When cutting tedlar/baggings from rolls do not cut close to roll as it will poke/cut holes in tedlar/bagging on roll causing the next cut piece of tedlar/bagging to be damaged.--c) Ensure vacuum is at correct pressure and no air leaks
