	a) Hand/finger laceration from knife--b) Skin contact with prepeg--c) Foot injury from dropping template--d) Damage to prepeg from incorrect cut--e) Eye injury from breaking knife blade


	a) Sprain/strain from handling large/awkward sheets--b) Damage to expanded aluminum


	a) Hand/finger laceration from scissors--b) Damage/contamination of expanded aluminum


	a) Sprain/strain from handling large/awkward rolls or prepeg or kits--b) Slip/trip/fall on scrap prepeg--c) Skin contact with prepeg--d) Low temperature exposure while in freezer--e) Damage to prepeg


Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Transport prepeg/adhesive material from freezer and let thaw
	a) Get assistance with rolls of prepeg/adhesive that appear large/awkward.  Use cart to transport prepeg from freezer.--b) Practice caution around freezer entrance because floor can be slippery.  Clean/clear floor of any water/condensation.--c) Wear recommended gloves--d) Wear thermal clothing when in freezer for an extended period of time.  Maximum time in freezer should be <30 minutes.


	2
	Lay prepeg or adhesive out onto cutting table
	a) Get assistance with rolls or prepeg/adhesive that appear large/awkward--b) Wear recommended gloves when handling prepeg or adhesive


	3
	Manually cut/trim prepeg with knife/scissors
	a) Cut away from oneself and ensure opposite hand is behind and at a safe distance from path of cut.  Wear recommended cut resistant glove on opposite hand.  Dispose of used knife blades in designated container.--b) Wear recommended gloves--c) Wear safety footwear.  Set aside templates that are not in use.--d) Ensure correct warp orientation (direction of mylar template) before cutting prepeg--e) Cover knife when breaking blade for new edge to prevent blade from becoming airborne projectile.  Wear safety eyewear.

	Lay expanded aluminum out onto cutting table
	a) Get assistance with large/awkward sheets of expanded aluminum--b) Wear clean cotton gloves when handling expanded aluminum


	5
	Manually cut/trim expanded aluminum with scissors
	a) Wear cotton gloves and cut away from oneself having opposite hand behind and at a safe distance from path of cut--b) Only handle expanded aluminum wearing clean cotton gloves


	6
	Record time and types of material on "material traceability record" for work order kits and return unused prepeg and/or adhesive to freezer
	a) Get assistance with large/awkward rolls of prepeg or kits.  Use cart to transport prepeg into freezer.--b) Clean/clear floor and dispose of cut/trim pieces of prepeg--c) Wear recommended gloves--d) Wear thermal clothing when in freezer for an extended period of time.  Maximum time in freezer should be <30 minutes--e) Ensure prepeg adhesive out of freezer time is correctly recorded
