Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Stock must be placed firmly against the fence
	Use left hand to hold stock in place


	2
	Use your right hand to operate the motor head
	Don't cross arms


	3
	Pull the motor head toward you

	Start the saw and let it reach operating speed
	


	5
	Cut the stock by lowering the motor head and then pushing it back toward the fence
	


	6
	Release the trigger when the cut is finished
	Leave the motor head down until the blade stops
