	Both upper and lower dies are held in place with allen screws.

	Main power is turned off.  Upper dies are raised into place and lowered for removal using a --powered hydraulic lift. Hydraulic lift is positioned next to die rack and raised to level of die to be --selected and die is slid onto lift arms. Lift is rotated 180 degrees and positioned under Ram assembly, die is raised and bolted to Ram with Allen Screws.----  
	Training in the correct operation and maintenance of the NC Press Brake should be mandatory for all  Machine Shop personnel. --Training workers in proper lifting techniques

	Main power is turned off. Lower dies are raised into place using a powered hydraulic lift. Hydraulic lift is positioned next to die rack and raised to level of die to be selected and die is slid onto lift arms. Lift is rotated 180 degrees and positioned next to press brake, hydraulic lift is raised or lowered to correct level and lower die assembly is slid off of lift arms onto lower plate and bolted using Allen Screws.

	NC Press Brake is typically used to fold and bend small pieces of metal for prototype projects. When folding or bending larger pieces of sheet metal, extreme caution must be taken to avoid being hit by edge of sheet flying up or down when bent.
