General Notes: The Stair-Trac enables the operator to transport people who are in wheelchairs up a flight of stairs. This safe work procedure includes a practical demonstration. The Stair-trac must only be operated by someone who has been trained in this procedure. Before operating the stair-trac perform the following procedures: Check the stairway to ensure it is dry, no loose carpeting, etc. Check the stair angle using the stair slope indicator. Ensure the wheelchair can be properly attached. Do not overload (285 pounds). Double-check all attachments before operating. Remove all loose items from wheelchair.

Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Turn on the power to the battery. Back the wheelchair over the tracks, and center it over the tracks. Lift the clamp retaining pins and open the holding clamps. Raise the wheelchair support handle and position the holding clamp blocks under the curve in the wheelchair handle. Ensure that the wheelchair handle rests in the hollow of the clamp block.  Adjust the holding clamps and close them over the wheelchair handle.
	Follow all steps of this procedure. Use only after reviewing the operator's manual.

	Fasten the safety belt and pull the wheelchair toward you until you hear a "click" sound as it latches into position

	Practice ascending and descending stairs without a passenger until you are confident
	


	4
	Position the stair-trac at a right angle to the stairs with the passenger's back towards the stairs
	


	5
	Keep both hands on the hand grips. Use your thumb to press the right side of the operating switch. The stair-trac will begin to climb the stairs. Make sure you keep the stair-trac at a right angle to the stairs.
	


	6
	Stop at the top of the stairs when the leading edge of the red "STOP" mark on the drive frame reaches the top stair nose. Keeping both hands on the hand grips, slowly tilt the stair-trac backward onto the landing. When the stair-trac is level, press the right side of the operating switch and back up until no part of the stair-trac extends over the stairs
	


	
	Descending stairs

	Position the stair-trac at the top of the stairs at a right angle with the passenger facing down the stairs
	


	9
	Keeping both hands on the hand grips use your thumb to press the left side of the operating switch to move the stair-trac forward. Realease the switch when the leading edge of the the red "STOP" mark reaches the top of the stair nose.
	


	10
	Keeping both hands on the hand grips, slowly tilt stair-trac forward until the tracks are resting on the stair noses, then press the left side of the operating switch to continue descending  the stairs
	


	11
	Ensure the stair-trac remains at right angles to the stairs
