	steel toe boots,safety glasses,hearing protection


Hazards Present

	Electrocution if not plugged in all the way and in a proper receptacle.


	If saw is turned on debris might fly back and hit you ,possible cut or fracture


	


	Could result in serious injury to operator if nail knocks off a tooth on the blade.


	Amputation if hands are on blade


	Equipment damage if the blade is not the proper blade for the material you are cutting.


	Cut or amputation if hand or fingers get caught in the blade .


	Cut if hands get caught in the blade and possible amputation.


Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Ensure tablesaw is plugged in properly
	Look for brocken or frayed wires


	2
	Make sure area is free and clear of debris 
	Good housekeeping


	3
	Set fence to proper distance from blade
	Good housekeeping


	4
	Make sure material you are cutting is clean and free of nails,staples, ect.
	Use pliers to pull out and foreign objects.


	5
	Turn on saw 
	Keep all body parts and clothing away from blade at all times.


	6
	Run material through saw
	Make sure blade is the proper one.


	7
	If material is less than 5 inches or 125mm use a push stick
	Use push stick


	8
	Stop table saw and wait for blade to stop before removing the pieces that were cut.
	Wait for blade to stop.
