	Wearing mascot costume
	Ensure pant legs are fastened above shoe, move slowly in crowded areas

	Move slowly, adjust/modify costume as necessary, do not use costume if visibility is deemed poor

	Take frequent breaks when feeling too warm, drink fluids


	4
	
	Stay at arms length from children, use caution around special needs children


	5
	Walking in parade
	Stay along sideline of route, look both directions when crossing parade route


	6
	
	Request a position in the parade line-up away from horses, etc.


	7
	Driving a bus in the parade
	Drive as slow as needed to safely monitor area around the bus, stay in center of parade lane, do not throw treats or gifts to children, use loud speaker to direct children away from the bus, monitor bus mirrors, stop bus if danger or if situation is dangerous.
