Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Check fuel level
	Wear eye and hand protection: test excess fill valve (spit valve) prior to moving the bus into garage.  No liquid propane shall be present when valve is open.


	2
	Propane lead (major)
	Evacuate building leaving door open, call fire department, Manitoba Hydro.  DO NOT enter or re-enter building.


	3
	Propane leak (minor)
	Wear eye and hand protection, close supply valve


	4
	Removing or servicing components up stream from supply valve
	Run tank to empty, ensure fuel tank is completely empty before moving bus into the garage


	5
	Removing or servicing components down stream from fuel tank
	Wear eye and hand protection, close supply valve


	6
	Putting vehicle back in service after work on propane system
	Wear eye and hand protection, slowly open supply valve, use soapy solution to check for leaks.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL A BUS WITH A PROPANE LEAK BE PLACED INTO SERVICE.
