	Remove cover
	Gloves/eye protection


	2
	Check for steam at controlled devices
	Gloves


	3
	Check for supply air to valve or supply voltage
	Glasses, checking of voltage with meter or if not qualified, obtain help. Lock out procedure.


	4
	Shut steam supply to unit
	Wear glasses and gloves, ensure the people in the establishment are aware the steam is off for a reason.  Lock out the boiler and any valves with approved lock out devices and any electrical switches are locked out and tagged.


	5
	Begin repair to valve
	Gloves and shirts are mandatory.  Correct lifting procedure.


	6
	Reassemble unit
	Gloves and shirts are mandatory. 


	7
	Return steam or electrical to unit
	Eye protection, gloves, shirts, follow proper trade practices for putting unit back to order.
