	Turn machine on.--a) Check for exhaust fan operation.--b) Check for cabinet light operation.--c) Check glass for abrasive areas.--
	a) Contact a staff person if exhaust fan fails to start-up.--b) Contact staff person and report an inoperative interior light.--c) If the cabinet inspection glass has been eroded, ask a staff member to assist with its replacement.

	a) Open doors and inspect door seals.--b) Inspect bead gun for proper grounding.
