Hazards Present

	Cut fingers.  Breathe dust or filings.


	Breathe in oxidization.  Puncture fingers with wire brush.  Clothing caught in drill for cleaning fittings.


	Splash in eyes.  Irritates the skin.`


	Tight joint could slip and cut hand


	Loosse connections could leak


	Tank could fall from unstable mounting


	Molten solder could drip on hands and arms.  Burn hands from touching pipe.


Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Cut pipe
	Wear safety gloves.  Use sharp cutting tools.  Wear safety mask and eye protection.


	2
	Clean fittings
	Wear safety mask and gloves.  Don't wear loose clothing and use eye protection.


	3
	Flux
	Wear goggles and gloves or use a nontoxic type of flux.


	4
	Fit the joint
	Wear gloves and use sharp cutting tools


	5
	Light torch
	Check all connections before turning the gas on

	Be sure the tank is close to the work area and on stable ground


	6
	Solder
	Wear gloves.  Don't work directly beneath the solder joint.  Use safe flux.  Use eye protection.
