Safe Work Procedure

	Inspect Surface Grinder before grinding part/tool/ material then replace, square and/or calibrate grinding wheel, if necessary
	a) Use correct tools and wear recommended gloves--b) Disconnect Surface Grinder from power source when replacing grinding wheel--c) Conduct "ring test" before installing new grinding wheel--d) Ensure grinding wheel RPM rating is compatible with Surface Grinder before installation--e) Only use correct/approved shaft spacers--f) Grinding wheel should be dressed and squared using dressing tool--g) Do not over tighten mounting nut--h) Wear safety eyewear and face shield

	Transport part to Surface Grinder, place part on magnetic working surface and engage magnet
	a) Wear recommended gloves when handling part/tool/material--b) Ensure travis and grinding wheel are not operating when loading part/tool/material onto Surface Grinder working surface--c) Wear recommended footwear--d) Practice caution when working around Surface Grinder.  Clean up coolant oil on floor regularly--e) Clean/clear work area/surfaces on unused tools and/or materials
