Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Inspect table saw
	a) Replace saw blades that are cracked or dull.  Keep saw blade clean.--b) Do not operate Table Saw unless adequately guarded.  Replace/ repair guards as necessary.


	2
	Install/replace saw blade
	a) Disconnect Table Saw from its power source and ensure motor switch is off--b) Install a saw blade that is the correct size and RPM rating.  Ensure saw blade direction is correct--c) Use correct tool for installing/adjusting saw blade.  Wear recommended --d) Wear recommended gloves when handling saw blade


	3
	Transport workpiece to table saw
	a) Wear recommended gloves when handling workpiece.  Rough edges and slivers should be removed by sanding.--b) Use mechanical lifting device or get assistance from co-worker--c) Clean/clear work area/surfaces of unused tools/material.  Remove dust/debris regularly.--d) Wear recommended footwear.--

	Set up workpiece
	a) Provide adequate support to the rear and sides of the Table Saw for wide or long workpieces--b) Inspect workpiece for nails or other foreign materials before cutting/ripping


	5
	Start Table Saw
	a) Do not have workpiece in contact with saw blade before pushing start button--b) Ensure no hair, loose clothing or jewellery is near the point of operation--c) Check that keys/wrenches used for adjusting/installing saw blades are removed from Table Saw before pushing start button

	Cut workpiece
	a) Keep hands/fingers at a safe distance and out of the line of the saw--b) Use safety eyewear and/or face shield--c) Use local exhaust ventilation and/or wear recommended respiratory protection--d) Tie hair back.  Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery--e) Wear recommended hearing protection--f) Feed workpiece slowly into and against the direction of the saw blade rotation.  Do not apply too much pressure against saw blade--g) Push machine stop button and wait for saw blade to stop before freeing workpiece from stalled saw blade--h) Avoid performing "free hand" sawing operations by holding stock firmly against the miter gauge or rip fence to position and guide the cut--i) Use a guard with a spreader and anti-kickback fingers.  Keep body/ face to one side of the line of the saw blade
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
