Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Feed the lumber into the planer
	Never feed lumber side by side into the thickness planer.  Plane only one board at a time.  Your hands should never come within 10 cm of the throat.


	2
	If your board becomes jammed...
	Push the board through with a push-stick or ask the teacher for help


	3
	Do not lower the bed while the motor is running
	


	4
	Do not look into throat of the thickness planer
	


	5
	All boards to be planed must be at least 20 cm in length
	


	6
	Only surface 3 mm per cut
	Never plan a board thinner than 6 mm without a backer board


	7
	The only adjustment that can be made while the planer is running is the depth of cut
