	Using nailer
	Inspect equipment to ensure not faulty and that it has the proper guards and that proper nails have been installed.  Good house---keeping practice(s) should include the following; Ensure that area where electrical tools are used is dry and free of debris.  Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) should include the following; eye and face shield, gloves, footwear.  Proper operating procedure should be followed.  Training regarding the proper technique for using the nailer.  Unobstructed access - ensure that the cord is placed in such a way as to cause a tripping hazard.  Use the correct nails.
