	Connect water lines.  Adequate lengths. 
	Place hose in safe location


	2
	Windows wash brush unit
	Don't do high windows on windy days.  Window wash unit adjusted to height of windows.  Keep base of wash unit away from building one-third height.  


	3
	Ladders (step).
	Check ladder for safety (side rails, rungs, ladder feet has rubbed pads).  Do not kneel to go past 2nd step from step.


	4
	Ladders (extension)
	Check ladder for safety (side rails, rungs, ladder feet has rubber pads).  Secure ladder, 2 people for ladder work, 2 to hold ladder.  Ladder one-third height of ladder away from building.

	Opening and securing window guards
	Ensure screws are secured before opening.
