	Maintenance shop safety
	Workers must wear CSA approved footwear at all times


	2
	WHMIS information
	Refer to "WHMIS" safety data sheets, know the hazards of all ma---terials used


	3
	Welding and cutting when repairing metal doors
	Every worker who may be exposed to direct flame or spark shall wear suitable heat and fire-resistant clothing


	4
	Use of pedestal grinders and bench grinders
	Visually inspect grinding wheel for chips and wear.  Adjust tool rest to maintain 1/16" clearance between the wheel and the rest.

	Ensure the safety guard is in place before start-up

	The use of a face shield and face protection is mandatory while operating this equipment.

	Brush debris off equipment after use


	5
	Use of angle disc grinder/sander
	Ensure grinding disc is not chipped or cracked before use

	Ensure safety guard is in place before use

	The use of face shield, hearing protection and leather gloves is mandatory while operating this equipment

	Position protective welding curtain to obtain maximum co-worker sa---fety from spark and debris


	6
	Use of parts washer
	Visually inspect equipment before use for broken or worn parts.  Ensure protective gloves have no cuts or holes in them.  Use a protective apron.  Know hazards of cleaning fluid.  (Refer to "WHMIS" data sheets).  Splash goggles are mandatory while operating this equipment.  Rinse parts in hot water after washing in parts washer.  Blow parts dry with compressed air (Max. Pressure 30 P.SI.), wearing protective gloves and goggles.  Parts may now be handled with bare hands.

	Power Tools--- Electric Drill--- Jig Saw
	Visually inspect tools each day for possible damage

	Ensure appropriate guards are in place before tools are used


	7
	
	Ensure goggles are worn when using jig saw.  Ensure face shield is worn when using electric drill.

	Ensure grounding post has not been removed or damaged before operating power tools


	7
	
	Wear appropriate safety gear when operating power tools, i.e.: safety goggles, face shield, hearing protection and leather gloves.


	8
	Shop cleanliness
	Maintain a clean work area at all times.  Remove debris at regular intervals as required.  Clean lay-out tables after use.


	9
	Sand blaster
	Inspect machine for broken or worn parts.  Ensure protective gloves have no cracks or holes in them.  Ensure cabinet door seal is in good condition.  When changing blasting pellets, the worker must wear an approved dust respirator and safety glasses.  When required, the air filter will be taken to a "Dry Cleaner" for cleaning.

	Maintenance and repair of door check closer
	The use of a face shield and gloves are mandatory while repairing these.
