	Maintenance shop safety
	Workers must wear CSA approved footwear at all times


	2
	WHMIS information
	Refer  to "`WHMIS" safety data sheets, know the hazards of all materials used

	Spot welder
	Inspect, clean and adjust spot welder tips if required


	3
	
	Ensure amperage is set at correct level for metal being welded


	3
	
	Ensure co-workers are shielded from flying sparks which are generally experienced.

	The use of a face shield, leather apron and leather gloves are mandatory while operating this equipment.


	4
	"Lockformer", "Pittsburgh", "Slitter", sheet metal forming Machines.
	Ensure area around machinery is free of debris before commencing work

	Have assistance when working with large or awkward material

	The use of safety glasses are mandatory while operating this equipment.

	When loading/unloading metal stock and expanded metal, leather gloves are mandatory.


	5
	Manual and power shear
	Inspect equipment for broken or worn parts.  Ensure safety guards are in place before use.

	Have assistance when working with large or awkward material

	The use of safety glasses and hearing protection are mandatory while operating this equipment

	Remove waste or offcuts


	6
	Hand "Brake"
	Inspect equipment for worn or broken parts

	Ensure clamping jaws "Finger" are adjusted and tight before use

	The use of safety glasses are mandatory while operating this equipment


	7
	Power Tools--- Electric Drill--- Jig Saw--- Pin Spotter--- Power Hand Shear
	Visually inspect tools each day for possible damage


	7
	
	Ensure appropriate guards are in place before tools are used

	Ensure goggles are worn when using jig saw and pin spotter.  Ensure face shield is worn when using electric drill and power hand shear.


	7
	
	Ensure grounding post has not been removed or damage before operating power tools.


	7
	
	Wear appropriate safety gear when operating power tools, i.e. safety goggles, face shield, hearing protection and leather gloves.


	8
	Shop Cleanliness
	Maintain a clean work area at all times.  Remove off-cuts and debris at regular intervals as required.  Clean lay-out tables after use.
