Hazards Present

	Hatch could fall.  Sprain ankle on uneven surface.  Slip on steps.  Lights go off, hatch is closed.


	Stumble over debris to find switch


	Fall into open pit


	Inadequate lighting and electrocution on broken bulbs


	Hit head, burn skin, glass cuts, asbestos, cuts or lacerations from nails and ties in concrete


	Pipe could hit open panel boxes


	Strain back while lifting and moving in awkward positions


	Overextending could pull a muscle


Safe Work Procedure

	1
	Entering/exiting through hatch or door
	Provide safety latches or chains on hatches.  Provide a clear, un---obstructed area at the entrance of a  crawlspace.  Provide only nonslip surfaces on all steps.  Tag the lights at the light switch. Notify the Custodian of your presence.  Lock and chain the hatch.

	Turn on lights
	Clear debris and school supplies out of the way.  Always carry a flashlight.

	Be aware of surroundings

	Use of hard hat is mandatory.  String out temporary lighting.

	Crawl between pipes and ducts
	Wear hard hat to reduce the injury.  Install padding on low obstructions.  Use kneepads.  All asbestos should be removed from the crawlspaces.  Be aware of your surroundings.

	Carrying tools and fittings
	Report all uncovered boxes

	Proper lifting techniques, get assistance


	5
	Reaching to turn off valve
	Gain good access with a proper ladder, etc.
