Required Personal Protective Equipment:  Slip-resistant footwear, gloves, goggles

GENERAL NOTES:  goggles and gloves to be used when mixing cleaning chemicals

	Description
	Hazard

	Prepare cleaning solution according to label instructions using a bucket and squeegee. Consult workplace label and MSDS for precautions.
	Chemical-Corrosive--Chemical-Irritant
	Wear gloves for all steps in this procedure. Wear goggles when adding chemical to water.


	
	Make sure the scrubber is locked in the upright position. Lower the handle to the floor, securing it under a fixed object.
	Back Injury--Muscle Strain--Spring-back
	Use established lifting /lowering techniques, keep back straight, bend knees, double-check to ensure the handle is secured under a fixed object.


	
	Attach the drive-block to the scrubber by placing it on the drive and spinning it counterclockwise.
	The scrubber may fall resulting in a hand injury.
	Ensure the scrubber is secured.


	
	Slowly raise the scrubber to the upright position.
	The scrubber may spring-back and possibly strike you.
	Follow established procedures fro lowering/raising object, bend knees, keep back straight.


	
	Release the handle by loosening the securing bolt. Move the scrubber handle to a comfortable working position and tighten the handle securing bolt. Plug in the scrubber.
	
	


	
	Soak the bonnet in the cleaning solution.
	Chemical-Irritant--Chemical-Corrosive
	


	
	Wring out the excess water in the buckets wringer and place the wet bonnet on the area of the carpet to be cleaned.
	Spring-back of wringer handle
	Release wringer handle slowly


	
	Position the scrubber over the bonnet and lower the driveblock on to the bonnet
	
	


	
	Begin cleaning the carpet. 
	Wrist sprain. The wet carpet may cause a surprising amount of resistance to the drive-block resulting in "kick back" at the handle.
	


	
	After cleaning a portion of the carpet, lower the scrubber, secure it under a fixed object, remove the bonnet from the drive-block and return the bonnet to the cleaning solution.
	Back Injury--Spring-back
	Use established lifting/lowering techniques, keep back straight, bend knees, do not dislodge scrubber/polisher from secured position.


	
	Repeat until the job is completed.
	
	


	
	Once the job is completed, unplug the scrubber/polisher, return the handle to the upright position by loosening the handles securing bolt, raising the handle, and then tightening the handle securing bolt.
	
	


	
	Wrap the electrical cord on the cord storage handles, hang up the drive-block, and return the scrubber to the appropriate storage area.
	Equipment damage
	The drive-block may warp if it is left on the scrubber.


	
	Hang the bonnet up to dry.
	
	


	
	Dispose of used cleaning solution down domestic sewer drain
	Back Injury--Splash--Spill
	Follow established procedures for lifting, keep back straight, bend knees--Wear goggles, and gloves
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
