	7 Universal Precautions

Required Personal Protective Equipment:  Rubber Gloves

GENERAL NOTES:  In the workplace, universal precautions should be followed when workers are exposed to blood and certain other body fluids. According to Canadian Centre for Occupational Health and Safety the following bodily fluids DO NOT require universal precautions: feces, nasal secretions, sputum, sweat, tears, urine, vomitus, and saliva (except in a dental setting where saliva is likely to be contaminated by blood).

	Slip and fall on wet floor
	Section off area to be cleaned. Set up "Wet Floor" signs


	2
	Bring "Spill kit" equipment to the area including; 10% bleach solution, gloves,  plastic bags, leak-proof sharps containers (if necessary), brush, dustpan, tongs or forceps if picking up sharps, disinfectant
	
	


	3
	Cover the spill area with a freshly mixed 10% bleach and water solution. Allow the solution to soak into the contaminated material. Work from the outside edges of the spill inward when applying the bleach solution.
	
	


	4
	Any glass, needles, or other sharp objects, condoms, or any other items that may be contaminated by blood must be picked up by mechanical means. 
	Blood-borne Pathogens
	Always wear PPE including rubber gloves. Use a brush and dustpan, tongs, or forceps to pick up contaminated material.


	5
	Wipe  up bleached area with paper towels or absorbent pads. It may be necessary to scrub area if it is porous (like concrete). If the spill is on carpet it will be necessary it must be cleaned with a carpet cleaner. Place bleached material, gloves, all disposable materials into a plastic bag and dispose of immediately

	Disinfect area with mop and pail containing 10% bleach solution or equivalent disinfectant.
	
	Follow normal procedures for mopping a floor

	Wash your hands. If you believe you were exposed to blood-borne pathogens, wash the affected area with plenty of soap and water. Seek medical attention. See comments in the general notes section above.
