	Check MSDS for the Paint and Varnish Remover.

	Vapour harmful
	Set up ventilation fan. Never use in a confined area

	Pour 10-15 ounces (500ml) of paint remover onto a section of floor measuring about one square yard (one square meter).

	Spread the paint thinner will a lamb's wool brush
	Slip--Fall
	Use a 60 inch (1.8 meter) handle on the brush being careful not to lean towards the area being stripped.

	Scrape the area with a razor
	Fall--Cut
