	Assemble grinder attachment as specified on assembly chart. 

Ensure guard is down on the floor mixer.

Attach grinder to floor mixer by securely tightening the grinder attachment to the floor mixer.

Place feeding tray on top of grinder shaft.

Have a cart or table ready with the container for ground food. 

Have food stomper ready.

When everything is ready, turn the machine to the on position.

Slowly put in the food using only the stomper to push food particles into the grinder.

When complete, turn machine to the off position.

Remove food, put food in cooler.

Remove the stomper and feeding tray. Loosen the grinder attachment from the floor mixer.

Grinder is ready to disassemble and wash. 

Wash, rinse and sanitize grinder and attachments.

Clean the floor mixer and surrounding area of food particles.
	Dropping heavy grinder on foot

Grinder may fall if not secure

Hands may be caught in the grinder shaft.

Food may spill on floor – slipping hazard.

If hands are used they could get caught in the grinder.

Do not use items other than stomper (i.e. wooden spoon) to push food items through grinder

Muscle strain


	Ensure grinder is on a stable cart to prevent lifting and carrying for any distance.

Grinder will not work if guard is in the up position.

Always use all equipment provided by company and use per instruction. 

Prevent any spills on floor.

Use proper equipment.
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
