	Always handle the sharp cutting “S” blade with safety in mind. A pair of cutting gloves should be worn when handling the blade.

2.  Do not leave the machine running unattended.

3. Do not leave the machine ON when it is not processing food.

4.  Do not pick up the machine by the lid, bowl, cord or bowl handle, always lift by the base.

Do not put your hands or fingers inside the bowl.

Place the bowl on the motor base, twist counterclockwise to lock the bowl in place.

Place the processing blade on the motor shaft and rotate until it falls in place. 

8.   Load the bowl with solids not larger than 2 inches square and not over ¾ full. Thicker liquids approaching the consistency of applesauce may also be used. Thin liquids should not be used as they will leak.  Secure lid before operating the machine.

To chop alternately press the ON and OFF buttons with a quick start/stop action.
To puree - load the bowl ¾ full and allow the machine to run continuously for about 3 minutes.

Tough or heavy products should be reduced in size by pulsing the unit 2 or 3 times before running machine continuously.

Injury to hands or fingers if inside the bowl when machine running.

Always check for proper assembly of the machine

Wear mesh gloves when handling the blade. 

Do not fill bowl over ¾ full.

Allow blade to stop before removing lid.

	Do not immerse the motor base assembly in 

water.

The bowl, blade and lid should be hand washed in the pot sinks. (Wash, rinse and sanitize)

Wear cutting gloves when handling the blade.

Unplug the motor base assembly before cleaning. Use a sanitizing solution to thoroughly wipe down the assembly
