	Always handle blender with  safety in mind.  There is a metal blade at the base of the machine.  

Do not plug in hand held blender until ready to use.

Submerge the base of the hand held blender into food product to be blended only  up to the max line .

Always place the base of the blender in the food product to be blended before starting the machine.

To start the machine press on the start button.  Machine will  stop when  start button is released

Always ensure you have a firm grip before starting
	Risk of  cutting hands on blade

Possible injury to hands or fingers when hand blender plugged in.

Electrical shock possible.

If the base is not submerged splashing of foods could occur with possibility of burns.
	All staff should be shown how to operate the unit correctly.

Always check for proper assembly of the machine.

Do not pass the max line when submerging base into food product.

	Do not immerse the upper motor base in water

Wash the base of the hand held blender carefully by hand in pot sink.  Do not pass the max line.

Use a sanitizing solution to thoroughly wipe down the blender.
