	Adjust height of guidepost according to stock thickness:--With machine at complete stop, loosen guidepost lock and adjust height to 1/4 inch above thickness of stock.--Tighten lock.
	Cut fingers
	Ensure machine is at a complete stop.

	Cutting material:--Turn on power and let machine come to full speed.--When cutting sharp radius or intricate curves make relief cut to cutting line to reduce blade strain and backing out of cuts.--Cut short cuts before making longer ones keeping fingers off of the cutting line marked on stock.--When cutting very long pieces or re-sawing use a tail man.--When ripping bevels keep the fence on the low side of the blade.--Listen for a rhythmic clicking of the blade indicating it is about to break.  Notify instructor at once.--Maintain a 4 inch distance from the blade with fingers and use a push stick when finishing narrow cuts against a fence.--When finished, turn off machine and use foot brake or stay till machine comes to a complete stop.
	1) Cut fingers--2) Eye injury--3) Hearing damage--4) Operator or bystander hit by broken blade.
	1) Keep fingers off the cutting line.  Do not leave machine until blade has come to a complete stop.--2) Wear approved safety glasses or face shield.--3) Wear hearing protection.--4) Do not stand or let anyone else stand to the right of the saw when in use.  Ensure guide post is set to 1/4 inch above stock.

	Replacing band saw blade:--Turn off lock out switch.--Remove table insert and release tension from blade and carefully remove old blade.--Pull back blade guides and support bearings.--Mount fresh blade on wheels and put some tension on it.--Track blade to center of wheels.--Increase tension to proper tension (low pitch twang when plucked).--Reposition side guides to just behind saw teeth and a paper thickness from blade.  Support bearing to within 1/32 inch of blade.--Replace guards and table insert.--Turn on machine and immediately turn off to see if blade-tracking is correct under load.  Adjust if necessary.
	Cut or pinched fingers.
	Ensure power is locked out.
