	Slip
	Do not mow wet grass as tires may lose traction

	Verify operators qualifications--Wear all personal protective equipment
	
	No one may operate the mower unless fully trained by the head grounds keeper.----Personal protective equipment (PPE) should include the following; Safety goggles, long trousers, hearing protection

	Lower ramps on trailer (assuming mower is on trailer )
	Back Injury--Muscle Strain--Pinch
	Assess muscle strength, make sure you are capable of bearing the weight of the ramp.--Buddy system, one person holds ramp while a buddy removes pin securing ramp--Lifting techniques, lower ramp slowly, keep back straight, bend knees--Be careful not to pinch fingers under ramp.

	Loosen winches securing mower
