	Cutting Material:--Maintain a 4 inch distance from the blade with fingers when holding stock.  Do not cross over arms when making cuts.--Bowed material should contact the fence at cutting point to avoid binding blade.--Turn on power and let machine come to full speed.--Bring blade down into stock smoothly to make cut, release trigger and hold until blade comes to a stop before raising blade.--When cutting wide material that requires the use of slider, bring slider forward before smoothly pushing blade through material away from operator.--When tilting or mitering pay special attention to path of blade before making cut to allow extra finger clearance from path of blade.  Use hold down clamp if necessary.--DO NOT CUT ANY MATERIAL THAT IS LESS THAN 6 INCHES LONG.
	1) Cut of pinched fingers--2) Eye injury--3) Operator or bystander hit by small cut offs--4) Back injury
	1) Keep fingers off the cutting line.  Maintain at least 4 inch distance from path of saw blade with fingers.--Do not place fingers between stock and fence.--2) Wear approved safety glasses or face shield--3) Do not stand or let anyone else stand next to operator when saw in use.  Hold saw down until blade stops after making a cut to prevent flinging small cut offs.--4) Get help when carrying long heavy lumber or when transporting and setting up machine.

	Replacing Saw Blade:--Unplug machine --Block blade with a scrap of wood and loosen blade with appropriate wrench (reverse thread).--Carefully remove blade and install fresh blade with teeth pointing toward the fence.
	Cut fingers.
	Ensure machine is unplugged from power source.--Handle saw blade with care.
