	Hold the material firmly against the table and fence
	A serious injury to your hand could happen including your fingers being cut off!
	Never joint end grain or round material


	2
	If the material is lower than the fence…
	A serious injury to your hand could happen including your fingers being cut off!
	… use two push-sticks; one on the side of the board and one on the top.

	Your hands should never cross the blade

	Keep your hands a minimum of 10 cm from the cutting head
