GENERAL NOTES:  USE ONLY WITH TEACHER’S PERMISSION. This safe work procedure includes a practical demonstration by the teacher. Never use the fence and the mitre gauge together. Never cut stock “free hand”.  The position of the stock should be controlled by the fence or the miter gauge. Always use the guard and splitter.

	Adjust the blade a pencil thickness above your stock
	The saw blade may jam in the project or it may kick-back.
	If you are not sure about anything…ask the teacher.


	2
	Start the saw and begin to cut your project.
	You could be hit by flying debris.
	Stand to the left of the cutting operation

	You could be badly cut.
	Never reach across the blade.
Keep your hands at least 10 cm away from the blade. Use a push-stick when necessary.

	Do not stop your cut until the stock has fully cleared the blade
