	Safe work procedure:

Remove all students from the immediate area, or from the room, if necessary.

Designate one student or an E.A. to obtain the spill clean-up kit.

Put on goggles, gloves and apron.

Working from outside the spill area, lay out the dam so that it completely surrounds the spill.

Apply absorbent pads to soak up spill.  If the area is large, use a metre stick or other reaching aid to help position the pads.  Wait until the pads have soaked up the spill.

Collect absorbent pads and place in the plastic bag provided with spill kit.

Collect the dam and dispose of it in the plastic bag.

Wash spill area with plenty of water.

Dispose of pads, dam and plastic bag.
