	Signs and symptoms of potential injury: (A sign can be observed, such as swelling or redness, a symptom is invisible, such as tingling or numbness.)
Burning sensation on skin or in eyes. Burning sensation in nose. 




	Safe work procedure:

1. Always study the experiment or lab instructions before starting.

2. Check for Safety precautions.
3. Put on any required PPE.

4. Never smell directly from bottles or beakers, always woff the odor to your nose.

5. In the case of a chemical spill or glass breakage, students should stand back and allow the Teacher to clean-up.

6. Always clean up all equipment used in the lab.

7. Always wash hands thoroughly after any experiment or lab.
