	Signs and symptoms of potential injury: (A sign can be observed, such as swelling or redness, a symptom is invisible, such as tingling or numbness.)
Redness,  tingling, burning sensation



	Safe work procedure:

1. In fume hood, with gloves and goggles on, measure out 2/3 of distilled water into volumetric flask.
2. Using a graduated cylinder, measure amount of acid needed.

3. Slowly pour acid into water. 

4. Add water to fill up to measuring line.

5. Pour solution into storage bottle.

6. Place identification label onto storage bottle include strength.
