	Signs and symptoms of potential injury: (A sign can be observed, such as swelling or redness, a symptom is invisible, such as tingling or numbness.)
Redness to arms or hands



	Safe work procedure:

1. Always study the experiment or lab instructions before starting.

2. Check for Safety precautions.

3. Tie long hair up with elastic bands
4. Use tongs to place or remove beakers, etc.

5. Keep hands, arms, paper away from hot plate or burner flame.

6. Make sure hot plate or burner are turned off when finished.

7. Always clean up all equipment used in the lab not including hot plate or Bunsen burner as these will still be hot.

8. Always wash hands thoroughly after any experiment or lab.
