Required Personal Protective Equipment:  CSA approved safety glasses or face-shield, CSA approved steel-toed shoes/boots, hearing protection.
GENERAL NOTES:  Operate equipment in strict accordance with Manufacturer's instructions. Only students authorized by teacher/s can operate this equipment.

No lighters, matches or cell phones allowed in shop area.  Long necklaces and or bracelets are to be removed.  Long hair should be tied back.  Strings hanging from pullovers/sweaters should be removed or tucked inside pullover/sweater.

	Hose and hose connections used for conducting compressed air to utilization equipment must be designed for the pressure and service to which they are subjected.
	Trauma - air pressure, ejection of tool
	Use correct tool for compressed air, ensure that connection is secure.


	2
	
	Exposure to high-decibel noise over an extended period of time without proper hearing protection can result in noise induced hearing loss. In some instances hearing protection can be more of a hazard in the vocational areas - as the person wearing the protection cannot hear warnings of other dangers.
	Hearing protection must be worn.


	3
	Always wear required eye protection
	Eye injury - projectiles, residual air pressure, flying debris
	Safety glasses, face shields, and situational awareness


	4
	Do not hold the trigger down unless you are purposely firing the tool.
	Nail gun fires - bodily injury, head injury,  hand injury, foot injury
	Do not hold the trigger down unless you are firing at a work piece. Situational awareness


	5
	Never point the nail gun at yourself or anyone else.
	Nail gun fires - bodily injury, head injury,  hand injury, foot injury
	Do not point a nail gun at yourself or anyone else.  Do not joke around with tools - stay focused and on task.  Situational awareness.


	6
	Never assume the nail gun is empty
	Nail gun fires - injury to self or others - bodily injury, head injury, hand injury, etc.
	Do not assume when working with tools. Safety first.


	7
	Disconnect the air hose before clearing a jam or making adjustments or reloading the nail gun.
	Nail gun fires, injury to self or to others, head injury, bodily injury, hand injury, etc.
	Always disconnect the air hose from the nail gun - do not point nail gun at yourself or others - direct nose down and away from self and others before inspecting.

	Do not fire the nail gun unless the nose is firmly pressed against a work piece
	Projectile - trauma
	Situational awareness


	9
	Use only compressed air to power the nail gun, not bottled gas.
	
	


	10
	Do not exceed the manufacturers specified air pressure for the nail gun, and never exceed 120 psi.
	Trauma - air pressure, ejection of tool
	Follow the manufacturers specified air pressure for the nail gun.


	11
	Keep your free hand out of the way of the nail gun.
	Hand injury
	Situation awareness


	12
	Do not operate pneumatic nail gun around flammables.
	Fire
	Do not operate around flammables - Inspect work area and remove all flammables prior to using pneumatic nail gun.


	13
	Nail top to bottom when nailing wall sheathing in a vertical position.
	Abrasions, cuts, scratches - nails that are not flush
	Nail top to bottom


	14
	Nail from eaves to the ridge when nailing roof sheathing so that you do not back off the edge of the roof.
	Bodily injury - fall off roof
	Start at the eves and work to the ridge when nailing roof sheathing - Situational awareness.


	15
	Nail forward not backwards when nailing in horizontal areas.
	Trip/fall - bodily injury
	Situational awareness


	16
	Secure the hose when working on scaffolding to prevent the weight of the hose from dragging the tool off the scaffold if you set the nail gun down.
	Nail gun fires when hits ground - projectile - trauma
	Secure hose when working with pneumatic nail gun - always make sure that the nail gun will not fall when placed down.


	17
	Keep people out of the range of fire.  Exercise extreme caution when using tool around other workers.
	Projectile - trauma
	Situational awareness


	18
	Report any observed defect or safety hazard to your teacher immediately.
	Tool failure/tool damage - misfiring
	Give tool to teacher immediately so that tool can be removed from shop floor.


	19
	Where any object handled would possibly cause injury to feet if dropped, required steel toed boots/shoes will be worn.
	
	Always wear required PPE


	20
	Keep hands, hair and loose clothing clear of all moving parts.
	Bodily injury
	Keep hair tied back and remove loose clothing and or jewelry.
