	Inspect radial arm saw
	Bodily injury and or damage to work piece from dull saw blade.--Bodily injury from defective/inadequate/missing guards.
	Replace saw blades that are dull--Do not operate radial arm saw unless adequately guarded.  Replace/repair guards as necessary.  


	2
	Install/replace saw blade
	a) Accidental start up of radial arm saw.--b) Bodily injury and or damage to saw blade due to incorrect installation.--c) Hand/finger contusion due to tool slippage from installing and or adjusting saw blade.--
	a) Ensure lockout switch is in off position.--b) Ensure saw blade direction is correct.--c) Use correct tool for installing/adjusting saw blade.

	Transport work piece to radial arm saw
	a) Strain/sprain from heavy and or awkward work piece.--b) Slip/trip/fall in area around radial arm saw.--c) Foot injury from dropping work piece.
	a) Get assistance from coworker to move heavy and or awkward work piece.--b) Clean/clear work area/surfaces of unused tool/materials.  Remove dust/debris regularly.--c) Wear required PPE - CSA steel toed safety boots/shoes.

	Setup work piece
	a) Damage to saw blade.--b) Pinched fingers.--c) Jammed blade.--
	a) Inspect work piece for nails or other foreign materials before cutting/ripping.--b) Watch placement of fingers when keeping work piece tight against the fence.--c) Make sure stock is tight to fence.--

	Start radial arm saw
	a) Bodily injury and or damage to work piece from becoming airborne projectile.--b) Bodily injury form hair, clothing, or jewelry becoming caught in radial arm saw.--c) Bodily injury and or damage to radial arm saw from adjusting/installing tools.
	a) Do not have work piece in contact with saw blade before pushing start button.--b) Ensure no hair, loose clothing or jewelry is near the point of operation.--c) Check that keys/wrenches used for adjusting/installing saw blade are removed from radial arm saw before pushing start button.

	Cut work piece
	a) Hand/finger laceration/amputation from contact with saw blade.--b) Eye injury/irritation from dust/debris.--c) Inhalation of dust/debris.--d) Bodily injury hair, clothing or jewelry becoming caught in radial arm saw.--e) Hearing loss from chronic exposure to noisy machinery.--f) Stalled/jammed saw blade.
	a)  Keep hand/fingers at a safe distance from saw blade.  Do not remove hand from the operating handle while cutting.  Keep focused on task at hand and do not get distracted.--b) Wear required safety eyewear and or use a face-shield.--c) Use local exhaust ventilation and or wear recommended respiratory protection.--d) Tie hair back.  Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry while operating radial arm saw.--e) Use hearing protection per RETSD policy--f) Pull saw through work piece in a slow, steady motion.  Do not apply too much pressure against the saw blade.--Push machine stop button before freeing work piece from stalled saw blade.

	Measurement and or alignment of work piece
	Hand/finger laceration/amputation from contact with saw blade.
	Push machine stop button and wait for saw blade to stop before making any adjustments or changes in set up.  Leave saw turned off until measuring is complete.


	8
	Conclude cutting/ripping
	a) Hand/finger laceration/amputation from removing sawdust and or cuttings near saw blade.--b) Leaving radial arm saw power on.--c) Hand/finger laceration/amputation from saw blade due to removing work piece.
	a) Push machine stop button and wait for saw blade to stop before removing sawdust and or cuttings.  Use a stick or brush to remove sawdust/cuttings.--b) Do not leave radial arm saw running unattended.  Push machine stop button after each use.--c) Do not remove work piece from saw table until the saw blade has been returned behind the rip fence.
