	Planning material--Check stock for loose knots, splits, warp and other defects.  One face of material should have been jointed flat at the jointer. --Start machine and start the feed rollers. --Adjust machine for depth of cut, (1/16 less than material thickness for most cuts). --Feed stock into machine with flat side to the table. --Repeat if necessary to get stock to desired thickness.
	1) Pinched fingers--2) Eye injury--3) Hearing damage--4) Injury from kickback--5) Back injury
	1) Handle long pieces of stock only beyond the end of the table.  Do not allow fingers between the stock and the table. --2) Wear approved safety glasses or face-shield. --3) Wear the supplied earmuffs or foamy disposable ear plugs. --4) If wood becomes stuck in thickness planer: shut off machine, wait for cutter head to come to a complete stop, lower table by hand and remove stock.  DO NOT PLANE STOCK LESS THAN 3/8 INCH THICK UNLESS USING A CARRIER BOARD. --5) Get help when carrying and machining long heavy lumber.

	Replacing the knives--Lock out power--Remove guard--Loosen gib bolts with open hand and remove blade. --Clean gib with round nose scraper and wipe down with paint thinner. --Replace gib and fresh blade. --Press knife setting jig to cutter head and tighten up blade. --Repeat for other knives. --Replace guard--Restore power to machine.
	1) Cut fingers, hand and or knuckles. --2) Solvent splashes when pouring – Eye injury -- Absorption of solvent through skin. --
	1) Ensure machine is locked out from power source. --Handle knives with care. --Keep an open hand when loosening gib bolts to prevent cutting knuckles if wrench slips. --2) Use safety glasses or face- shield. --Use chemical gloves when cleaning gibs with solvent. --Wash area of skin that solvent splashed on.
