	Inspect area prior to transfer flammables
	fire, explosion, toxic fumes
	Ensure there are no ignition sources in the area (i.e.: smoking, lighters, welding, pilot lights, electric motors, sparks from grinding, non explosion proof lighting, etc.) Know location of fire extinguishers, fire blanket, first aid kit and eye wash station. Ensure area is well ventilated


	2
	Ensure all storage tanks and transfer containers are grounded to eliminate static electricity.
	Explosion
	Use approved grounding cable to eliminate possible spark from static electricity.


	3
	Pump flammable liquid from storage tank into approved portable container.
	Explosion and/or fire--Fume-Reactive causing fire--
	Ensure all portable transfer containers and pumps to be used are approved for flammable liquid transfer and are labeled accordingly. Have spill absorbing material on hand.


	4
	Move portable container to destination.
	Back Injury--Slip/trip/fall--Spill of flammable liquid--
	Lifting techniques; Use proper lifting procedures and obtain assistance if necessary.  Inspect route and clear any obstacles before moving container. Personal protective equipment (PPE) should include the following; non-slip safety boots, and safety glasses. Spill control should include the following; ensure all caps are closed tightly on transfer container.

	Be sure all containers are closed and stored properly.
	Fume-Toxic--Explosion
	Ensure container has the proper caps and or lids and that they are closed properly. Inspect that the containers are stored correctly and they are not close to any ignition source.
