GENERAL NOTES:  Plasma Arc Cutting is defined as "an arc cutting process that severs metal by melting a localized area with a constricted electric arc which removes the molten material with a high velocity jet of hot, ionized gas issuing from the constricting orifice".

	Clamp ground clamp to work piece or table
	If ground area is not clean could spark
	Ensure ground clamp area is clean to be certain of a good ground


	2
	Attach air hose to plasma cutter
	If coupler is dirty could fly around and hurt someone
	Make sure the coupler is clean of dirt and metal chips


	3
	Place work piece on the bench and hold on to plasma torch and begin cutting
	A lot of heat--Force of the air/arc--Bright light--Noise--
	Wear gloves and leather jacket--Keep hands and face back--Wear a 4 to 6 shade face shield--Wear ear plugs--


	4
	When finished cutting leave work piece to cool
	Could cause a burn if touched too soon.
	You could quench your piece--Let it cool for 20 minutes--
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
